SUMMER PRACTICE PROGRAMME

Students in the Department of the Automotive Engineering should take part in an industrial summer practice program in addition to the fulfillment of the courses and laboratory studies as required by the B.S. degree curriculum. Each student must complete the 12 weeks summer practice (Group II: 6 weeks after fourth semester, Group III: 6 weeks after sixth semester). The student records daily all the work he/she has performed according to the department summer practice programme during the summer practice period, and later passes all these notes into the Report Book. 
Each report should contain the following sections:

I. DESCRIPTION OF THE COMPANY

· Name of the company,

· Locating of the company,

· A brief history of the company,

· Location of the factory buildings over the site plan,

· Structure and scheme of the industrial organization of the company,

· The number of engineers employed and the functions they perform,

· Main sphere of activity, activities due to automotive production,
· An assessment of the future development plans of the factory,

· An assessment of the wastes from the factory and their effect on environmental pollution,

· Social aspects (e.g. job security, safety rules, regulations etc.).

II. PRODUCTION UNITS

· Type of production (mass production, job-lot production etc.),

· Description of the products,

· Plant layout,

· Layout of the machines and machine tools,

· Layout of the assembly line,

· Methods of the material handling,

· Methods of storage of raw materials, semi-finished and finished products etc.,

· Production planning,

· Description of the auxiliary services of the plant,

· Classification and a brief explanation of the production techniques adopted in the plant (i.e. casting, chip removal process, press work, welding, heat treatment, etc. Which of these techniques are being used, how and for what type of work),

· Number of the machines and machine tools (general purpose, special purpose) and their fields of use in the plant, especially due to automotive production,
· Technical drawings of sample work pieces produced on a couple of machine tools in each production unit; detailed explanation of every stage in the production of the samples, which is either closely observed or preferably performed by the student himself (the number of sampled parts or products to be analyzed should not be less than three),

· Cost analysis for at least two of the sampled parts or products, related to automotive production,
· An assessment of the maintenance and repair services in the factory.
